Once the Left and Right Arms are fastened to the Base
Frame Assembly, you may remove the cardboard assembly
harnesses. Save them for future use or recycle.

Run your finger
over the hatched area where the
X-Bar and corner brackets meet. The
two hatched surfaces shown in the

illustration should feel flush.

Hold arm in position and fully tighten
both front and rear bracket screws

with arm aligned.

If the corner brackets are not
perpendicular you will feel a bump
when running your finger over the
area where the X-Bar and corner
brackets meet. Loosen the screws and
pivot the arms until the brackets align

correctly. Then, re-tighten the screws.

Use the 2.5mm Hex Key to turn the tensioning
screw COUNTER-CLOCKWISE to add tension to
the belt.

While tightening the tensioning screw, monitor
the bottom of the belt on the left side of the
Crossbar. Stop tensioning when the bottom of the
belt passes through the center of the marks when

viewed head-on.

Once the bottom of the belt is centered through
the marks, use the 2.5mm Hex Key to turn the
tensioning screw an additional 2.5 turns. This
will set the belt to the correct tension - DO NOT
OVERTIGHTEN. Reinstall the protective cap that
you removed in step 10.1.

Plug in Origin, connect to WiFi, download
and install the latest system update.

When you dock Origin to BenchPilot, Origin
will automatically connect wirelessly. Follow

the on-screen instructions when prompted
to get up and running.

When Origin is connected to BenchPilot, you
can use the dial on the Left Arm to adjust
Origin’s Auto Speed (also known as feed
rate) while cuts are in progress. Turn the dial
in the direction of the + icon to increase the
Auto Speed. Turn the dial in the direction of
the - icon to decrease the Auto Speed.
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19.1 Workstation Alignment (As Required)

Workstation’s top surface should
be approximately parallel with
BenchPilot’s arms as illustrated.
There is no need to measure - a
quick visual check is enough to
verify the alignment.

If your Workstation is not parallel:

Use the Leveling Shims provided to correct
Workstation’s angle. The Leveling Shims are
inserted between Workstation and BenchPilot’s
Y-Bars so that the “U” shape surrounds the

mounting screws.

Leveling Shims can be stacked as needed in order
to bring Workstation parallel with BenchPilot.

BenchPilot MUST be secured to your
workbench before use.

Shaper BenchPilot is only designed for use
with Shaper Origin. Read Origin’s Safety Guide
before use.

Only operate Shaper Origin with the finger
guard installed.

Use a dust extractor to remove dust from
BenchPilot after each use. Be sure to remove
dust from the tracks which the gantry wheels

run along.

It may be necessary to occasionally re-
tension the belt. Refer to Step 10 for

instructions.

An LED light can be found towards the rear of the Left Arm. This
light indicates which operating mode BenchPilot is in.

Solid White Light
BenchPilot is connected to a
nearby Origin.

Flashing White Light
BenchPilot is searching for a
nearby Origin to connect too.

Flashing Red Light
BenchPilot has encountered a
system error. Contact Shaper
Support if the issue persists.

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Always use eye and ear protection when
operating Origin or Origin+BenchPilot.

NEVER leave BenchPilot running unattended.

NEVER oil the gantry wheels or the track
which the wheel runs along. The wheels are
self-lubricating.

Keep the domino markers on top of the
crossbar carriage free of sawdust/debris to
prevent Origin from encountering connection
issues with BenchPilot. Do not use liquid
cleaning agents.
